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The southwestern region of the United States includes the present-day states of Arizona, New Mexico, and Colorado. Although at
the beginning of the European immigration, there were a variety of Native American tribes living in this area, there are three that
are considered the oldest: the Archaic, the Hohokam and the Anasazi.

The Archaic are believed to have arrived in the southwest by about 9500 B.C. These people endured the end of the Ice Age
and the extinction of their main source of food, the wooly mammoth. They are believed to have switched to hunting bison and
transferred much of their understanding of curing meat and processing hides to this new animal. They also began to collect more
wild plants for food. These people also used stone slabs to grind the grains that they harvested into flour. The Archaic also
learned to grow maize, or corn, but for centuries it was not a major part of their diet.

The Hohokam are believed to have migrated north from Mexico at about 300 B.C. They brought with them much of the
technology of their ancestors in Mexico. For example, they lived in adobe houses. Adobe is a special type of mud created from
the soil of the area. The walls of adobe houses are very thick, and adobe is very efficient at keeping out the desert heat. The
Hohokam also built their houses around a central plaza. This evidence leads archaeologists to believe that their culture was
developing into a community. These people also grew beans, maize, and squash to supplement their diet. Present-day Pima and
Papago are the descendants of the Hohokam.

The Anasazi are probably the best-known farming culture of the southwestern part of the United States. Anasazi is a name
given to them by the Navajo, which means "Ancient Outsiders." When the climate of the southwest was in transition, these people
entered the golden age of their culture. They built terraced fields, which were irrigated by canals. The canals flowed from
mountaintop basins designed to catch the water and transport it to the fields. The terraces were very efficient uses of very scarce
water. As the upper field was irrigated, the lower fields would catch the run-off water so that none would be wasted. Their
efficiency also transferred to their hunting practices. They hunted small animals with bow and arrow. They are also known for their
pottery and basket weaving. They lived in multi-story dwellings much like today's apartment buildings and organized their villages
around a central plaza. There is evidence that they created roads between communities and even had mountaintop signaling
stations so communities could communicate with each other.

In the United States today, we can find the descendants of these great cultures — however, much of the richness and diversity
of the cultures has been lost over the years. As archaeologists continue to study the areas of these ancient cultures, many morgp
answers may be found. There also may be many more questions.
